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Summary of Professional Experiences and Educational Background             
Currently, Alan Parker serves as a member of the faculty of The Evergreen State College, Olympia, Washington where he was appointed in 1997. In 1999, In 2002 Parker initiated a program of Advanced Studies in Tribal Government within the Masters in Public Administration. Students receive an MPA degree with a specialty in Tribal Policies and Management. Currently Evergreen’s MPA in Tribal Government continues to be the only College or University in the US providing such a graduate level program. Parker was appointed to also serve as director of the Northwest Indian Applied Research Institute, a public service institute of the College. The Northwest Applied Research Institute sponsors research projects, conducts symposia and workshops and disseminates the results of its work to Washington State tribes, public agencies and community organizations.
In 2001 Alan received an appointment by Gov. Gary Locke to serve as a Commissioner of the Washington State Gambling Commission and was re-appointed by Gov. Gregoire in 2005. He resigned from the Commission in January 2009. 
Prior to coming to Evergreen, Alan Parker served as Director, National Indian Policy Center, George Washington University, Washington, DC where he was appointed in 1991 as a member of the Faculty.  The National Indian Policy Center sponsored research in key areas including US-Tribal relations, cultural resource protection, natural resource management, economic development policies and practices, health and social services and education of tribal reservation based communities.  
Before taking on this assignment, he served as Staff Director, Committee on Indian Affairs, United States Senate, Washington, DC, February 1987 – December 1991. His responsibilities as Staff Director included the development of a comprehensive legislative program for the Committee, supervising ten professional staff, and serving as liaison with the various federal agencies, tribal governments and other congressional offices. 
Major legislative initiatives during this time included the Indian Gaming Regulatory Act, the National Museum of American Indian Act, the Indian Self-Governance Act, the Native American Graves and Repatriation Act and the Indian Housing Act. 

From 1982 until 1987, Alan served as President, The American Indian National Bank, Washington, DC. The AINB was the only National Bank in the US owned and operated by Indian Tribes. Established in 1974, the Tribal Shareholders engaged in commercial banking serving a market of Tribal Business enterprises and a local retail market in the Washington DC area. Due to stagnant growth and changes in the Banking Industry, Alan recommended to the Board that they arrange for a profitable sale of bank assets to private investors who renamed it Metropolitan Bank of Washington in 1987.
Appointed by Sen. James Abourezk, Parker served as Chief Counsel, Select Committee on Indian Affairs, United States Senate, Washington, DC, from April 1977 until July 1980. The Select Committee was established in 1977 pursuant to recommendations of the American Indian Policy Review Commission that Congress should address the conflict of interests between fulfilling the US Trust Responsibilities over Indian Lands and corporate interests represented in the Congressional Committees. The Select Committee was created to serve as the first independent legislative Committee within the US Congress with responsibility for all legislative proposals dealing with Native American issues and concerns. They also exercised congressional oversight authority over federal agencies and offices charged with US Trust Responsibilities and public services for the 350 Indian Tribal and Alaska Native communities located in the US. Major legislative activities conducted under Parker’s term in this office included The Indian Child Welfare Act, The American Indian Religious Freedom Act, The Indian Housing Act, and Tribal Colleges authorizing Authority as well as historical Indian Land and Water Rights Legislative Settlements.

Education Achievements: Parker attended UCLA School of Law, Los Angeles, California, from September 1969 until June of 1972 when he received a JD degree in June 1972. Parker’s work researching Tribal and State Court Relationships led to publication of his work in the University of Montana Law Review
In June 1965 Parker was drafted into the US Army and was sent to Officer Candidate School where he received a commission as a Lieutenant in the Signal Corps and served until August 1968 when he was honorably discharged. Prior to being discharged he was awarded a Bronze Star medal for meritorious service under combat conditions in the Republic of South Vietnam. 

After High School Parker attended St. Thomas Seminary, Kenmore Washington, 1960 – 1965 and received a BA in Philosophy.  

Born on the Standing Rock Indian Reservation in 1942 and enrolled as a Citizen of the Hunkpapa Band of the Dakota Sioux Indian Nation. Parker’s father returned from service in the US Navy during WW II and moved his family to his home on the Rocky Boy Indian Reservation and enrolled his children in the Chippewa Cree Tribal Nation. Alan Parker has retained tribal citizenship rights in both Nations.
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
