· 6 of those credits will come from receiving credit for 2 classes in which she received no credit. Kara has to provide papers for her teachers (Cheryl King and Linda Moon Stumpff) for two separate classes in which she received no credit. She plans to take care of this over the holiday break.

· She still has 10 credits that she needs to fulfill. She has suggested several options for this:

· Do independent study, through a contract on the effects on anti-Indian hate. Is John Gates available to do contracts for grad students?

· Write a paper on her life experience which should count as graduate credit because she has contributed so much professionally to Indian Country as a journalist. Ask Larry Geri if it is possible to receive graduate credit for this, and if so, for how many credits?

· Do an intercultural communication (Masters level) workshop through Portland State University and transfer the credits to Evergreen. Is this possible?

· Do a class through the University of Indiana during next summer quarter as an independent contract or have the credits transferred. Can credits transfer though other institutions while the student is still admitted to the program?

· Kara has been contracted to write a teaching case on her capstone research project. Can she earn credits for this?
· Kara wants to finish this during the upcoming 2011 Winter and Spring quarters, and if needed, possibly through Summer.
· She is in need of graduate scholarships in order to achieve this:
· What scholarships, if any are available through our program, or Evergreen for her unique situation as a non-full time student? 

· Send her a list of scholarships available to Native graduate students.
