I am pleased to inform you, upon recommendation of the Graduate Admissions Committee, that you have been accepted into Evergreen’s Master of Public Administration Program for Fall 2006.

Your admission to the MPA Program is PROVISIONAL based on the fact that your file does not contain an official transcript indicating you have been awarded a baccalaureate (bachelor’s) degree.  The Admissions Office must receive written confirmation by September 16, 2005, from an official of the awarding institution indicating you have completed the requirements for your bachelor’s degree in order for you to enroll for the Fall Quarter.  In addition, by November 1, 2005, the Admissions Office must receive an official transcript reflecting the awarding of the bachelor’s degree in order for you to continue in the MPA Program beyond the Fall Quarter.  If you are awarded financial aid, please note that your final transcript reflecting completion of the bachelor’s degree must be received by September 15, 2005 in order for any financial aid funds to be released for Fall Quarter.

Your admission to the MPA Program is also CONDITIONAL based on the following:

· The Graduate Admissions Committee did not see evidence in your application that you have completed, within the last five years, 4 credits of introductory statistics in the social or behavioral sciences.  Completion of this coursework is required before you can begin the second year of the MPA core sequence.  Please see that the Evergreen Office of Admissions receives an official transcript reflecting completion of this work no later than September 15, 2007.

· The Graduate Admissions Committee did not see evidence in your application that you have completed, within the last five years, 4 or 8 undergraduate credits of introductory micro- and macroeconomics.  Please see that the Evergreen Office of Admissions receives an official transcript reflecting completion of this work no later than September 15, 2007.
· Upon review of your application materials, the Admissions Committee did not see evidence that you have been doing full-time work with significant responsibility for a public policy issue for a year or more.  Therefore, we are requiring that you participate in a public sector internship.  This internship is normally one quarter-hour in addition to the 60 quarter hours in the prescribed graduate curriculum and entails the equivalent of 20 hours per week for one quarter.  This internship is a requirement to graduate from the MPA program.  Please contact the MPA Associate Coordinator for assistance in securing an appropriate placement.  Additional information regarding internships will be available at the Fall Orientation.

Congratulations, I hope you will be able to join us.  This offer of admission is dependent upon successful completion of any academic work currently in progress.  If you wish to accept this offer of admission, please inform the Office of Admissions in writing promptly.  Enclosed is a billing form for your tuition deposit.  This non-refundable $100.00 deposit reserves your space in the program.  The college must receive payment within 30 days from the date of this letter in order to hold your space at the institution.  If you cannot accept this offer of admission, please also notify us in writing immediately so that we can inform students on our waiting list.

This year, Fall classes start on Friday, September 15, 2006.  An orientation to the Master of Public Administration Program will be held on Saturday September 16, 2005, and all new students are expected to participate.  In mid August, we will send more specific information about this orientation meeting to all students who have confirmed their enrollment by sending in their tuition deposit.  Please inform the Admissions Office of any changes in your mailing address so we can get this information to you on time.

Congratulations again on your admission to the Master of Public Administration Program.  It is with considerable care that we are selecting this class of approximately thirty students.
