· Upon review of your application materials, the Admissions Committee did not see evidence that you have been doing full-time work with significant responsibility for a public policy issue for a year or more.  Therefore, we are requiring that you participate in a public sector internship.  This internship is normally one quarter-hour in addition to the 60 quarter hours in the prescribed graduate curriculum and entails the equivalent of 20 hours per week for one quarter.  This internship is a requirement to graduate from the MPA program.  Please contact the MPA Associate Coordinator for assistance in securing an appropriate placement.  Additional information regarding internships will be available at the Fall Orientation.

This year, Fall classes start on Friday, September 15, 2006.  An orientation to the Master of Public Administration Program will be held on Saturday September 16, 2006, and all new students are expected to participate.  In mid August, we will send more specific information about this orientation meeting to all students who have confirmed their enrollment by sending in their tuition deposit.  Please inform the Office of Admissions of any changes in your mailing address so we can get this information to you on time.
