PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

This course surveys the cultural, political and legal context of natural and cultural resource programs implemented by American Indian tribal governments.  Students will become familiar with the policy processes and administrative requirements for both natural and cultural resources in land use planning and restoration efforts. Studies will focus on the relationship of science to organizations that implement natural and cultural restoration projects. Further, the intricate relationships between indigenous and formal scientific approaches will be explored through readings, workshops, seminar discussion and research papers.  Attendance at all class sessions and fieldtrips is required for full credit.

PROGRAM OBJECTIVES
1. Gain an understanding of the policy processes and implementation actions necessary to carry out natural and cultural resource programs in tribal governments within their broader context.

      2.  Develop the ability to analyze the effectiveness of operations with and eye to
           cultural and scientific congruence.

      3.  Express in written and in oral communication differences between indigenous and
           formal scientific approaches to science.

EXPECTATIONS

Papers. Use APA or other referencing system: all documents required to be double-spaced Microsoft word documents: students must have the ability to e-mail their documents to the faculty and participate and post on webcrossing.  Late papers or failure to complete an assignment may result in loss of credit.  Late papers will be accepted only with permission of the instructor and an approved form. They also result in an incomplete being filed until such time that the instructor, who will not be on campus second session, can read, comment, and prepare an evaluation.  Summer incompletes will extend into the fall quarter for this reason.  


Undergraduate 4 unit option: complete all assignments except for #4. Attend all sessions and complete 2 fieldtrips and papers.

Undergraduate 8 unit option:  complete all assignments including #4 and attend all sessions plus two field trips and papers.

1. Due on June 26 for first session: response paper on Fixico: 1-2 pages. 
Write a short paper reviewing and critiquing the author’s work and analysis.
Critique may be positive as well as negative.

CASE HISTORY. Develop a short case history of an issue approached by a tribal government that focuses on cultural and/or natural resources. Using King and Fixico, explain the history of the issues and how policies and regulations were applied in the attempt to resolve the issue.  Do note whether or not the issue was approached solely as a cultural or natural resources or whether an integrated perspective was applied.  The paper should be 7-10 pp. and include recommendations in the conclusion section based on your independent analysis
.

4. DUE JULY 14 Response paper on packet or King (1-2 pp.) Post on web-crossing.



5. DUE JULY 23. COMPARATIVE RESEARCH PAPER
To be submitted in Microsoft word via email
to stumpffl@evergreen.edu and posted on class web crossing.


Contrast one tribe’s natural or cultural resource operation with that of another tribe.  Reflect on how these operations separate or integrate natural and cultural resource issues, with special emphasis on restoration projects. Analyze how science is used in the service of the tribes’ needs and what role indigenous science and knowledge plays in the process.  You may also chose to study issues faced by tribally-based nonprofits organizations like the Northwest Indian Fish Commission.


NEPA documents are public information and are a good resource.

If you conduct interviews or surveys are part of your comparative research paper you will need to complete the Human Subjects Review process. The form is available on the Evergreen website.



REQUIRED FIELD TRIPS:  each student should participate in a day trip to Squaxin Museum. This trip will take place on the afternoon of one session.  Two other field trips are required: they can be selected from a list of possibilities and dates that will be discussed in class.


Independent field trips (2) might include: 

Muckleshoot canoe journey arrival at Seattle area and other location. This field trip can be done as a day trip or overnight on your own recognizance.

Victoria, Vancouver Island.  Visit Royal Canadian Museum.

Pow-wows.  A number of tribes have pow-wows on July 4th weekend and local tribes have events throughout the summer. Of particular interest is the traditional pow-wow in Arlie, Montana, not far from Missoula and the Salish-Kootenai College.
 

Chief Seattle Days at Suquamish and other possibilities will be discussed in class.

Suquamish Museum on Bainbridge Museum or Makah Museum

Students are responsible for their own travel costs and arrangements.


Students should post a one-page response paper about one of their field trip to the web-crossing site relating it to the learning objects of the class by July 10.
