With support from Lumina Foundation for Education, The Evergreen State College is collaborating with a number of institutions to develop Native curriculum.  Grays Harbor college, Bainbridge Graduate Institute, Salish Kootenai (SKC) and Northwest Indian College (NWIC) are partners in the new project to develop Native case studies on a variety of topics identified by a Native Advisory Board as significant issues that should be in the college curriculum.  A four-day workshop on Teaching and Writing Cases was held at Evergreen at the end of June. Over the next three years 20-30 cases will be produced. Topics include what is India art and who is an Indian artist, including Native history in Washington history, the impact of the WASL on Native students, urban Indian health needs, natural resource planning, and many others. A number of final capstone project written by MPA Tribal Administration graduates will be turned into teaching cases.  9Add names?)
