I’m writing to update you with some important information you’ll need as you begin your studies with us in the MPA program.

Registration for Fall 2007 is now underway. Some of you have already registered for the fall quarter, but if you haven’t yet here is some information that will help you get started. If you have financial aid, it’s important to note that your aid is not processed until you are registered.

· All new first-year MPA students should register for the Fall quarter Core class entitled Foundations of Public Administration (CRN 10195, 4 credits), taught by Cheryl Simrell King, Nita Rinehart and Russ Lehman. You have the option of also taking an additional 2- or 4-credit elective class of your choice. New Student Orientation
Please note that attending New Student Orientation is required. If you do not attend and we do not hear from you, we will give your space in the 2007-08 cohort to the next person on our waiting list. Orientation is September 15, 2007 in Seminar II, room C‑1105, from 8:30 am to 3:00 pm.  Lunch is included.  At Orientation you will start getting acquainted with your classmates.  You’ll have an opportunity to ask questions of faculty, staff and a panel of current students and alumni.  You will also hear about other campus services and resources, and have the chance to take care of business like getting a student ID card, buying a parking sticker, and shopping for books and supplies.  We hope Orientation will give you a well-informed “jump start” on your MPA studies!

We will send all written communication via email, to your Evergreen email account. If you choose, you can forward email from your Evergreen account to another email account. We will no longer send items directly to other email accounts.
Most of you have been receiving emails all summer from the MPA program email listservs, mpa-all and mpa2007.  If you haven’t been receiving these, the first thing to do is check in your junk mail folder!  Often, email programs filter messages there (you can change the settings to prevent this).  If the messages aren’t there, please email me from the email account where you want to receive the messages and I’ll try to get you on the lists.  Being on these listservs is optional, but we strongly recommend it, since this is the only way we send out some important information to our students.  If you have any questions about the listservs, just let me know.
Immunization information needed
Another reminder:  If you were born after January 1957, you must provide the college with information about your immunization status.  You can download the form from http://www.evergreen.edu/health/health/immunizations.htm or you may call the Health Center at (360) 867-6200 and ask them to send you one.  Your healthcare provider must complete the form, or you must complete the waiver.  Failure to provide this document will result in a hold on your registration for the winter quarter, so you’ll want to get this done soon.

Academic accommodations due to a disability

They will assist you in arranging with your faculty members for the accommodations you need.
