STUDENT HEALTH & COUNSELING CENTER

The Student Health Center is located in Seminar I 2110, which is the main floor of the Seminar I Building, across from Police Services.  The phone number is (360) 867-6200.

The Student Health Center is a general family practice clinic, which means they see students for a wide range of health concerns, including depression and anxiety, vaccines, sports-related injuries, medication refills, colds & flu, and women’s health.  The Student Health Center puts a strong emphasis on health education, helping students learn how to manage or avoid health problems in the future.

Full-time students taking 8 graduate credits or more pay a $44.00 per quarter Health Service fee, which covers the cost of all office visits to the clinic.  Part time students have the option of paying the health fee or paying standard office fees for each visit.
