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Sue Crystal Tribal MPA Student Support Fund 

This fund will be used for scholarships and other student support for students in the Master in Public Administration Tribal Governance program. The fund is named in memory of Sue Crystal, who was a beloved MPA instructor from 1997-2000. Sue passed away in August 2001.
Sue’s career in public administration spanned three decades, during which she served as director of the Washington State Health Care Authority, advisor to Governors Gary Locke and Mike Lowry, counsel to the U.S. Senate Appropriations Committee and special assistant to Senator Warren Magnuson on Indian budget and policy issues. 

Sue is survived by her husband, Billy Frank Jr., former Evergreen instructor and chairman of the Northwest Indian Fisheries Commission, and their son, Willie Frank.
This fund, which we are building toward an endowment, will give preference to students who are emphasizing health care in their Tribal MPA studies and will be used for both tuition and support of their final project.
