It costs me about $250 to travel 1000 miles roundtrip to visit my family.

Estimated Fuel costs: 2000 miles= $500 
The gasoline price increase is likely to continue each month. From late February 2012 to early April 2012 the increase went from $3.74 to $4.12. In a little over 30 days we experienced an increase of 38 ¢ per gallon for automobile fuel. 
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
