Landscaping a Future for Sustainable Food Systems

The process for conducting the Sustainable Food Systems Project involves; case studies, interviews, and workshops to further research in the field of food systems.  This project will work through a strategic plan of collaborative food systems for Indigenous peoples to build a bridge between the actions and intentions of various Indigenous leaders and to identify what the community must learn in order to complete the necessary task of food sovereignty. My case study analysis will provide a frame of reference for creating a sustainable food system.
I will use case study models to analyze and compare the characteristics of three models of sustainable food system development and build an assessment of characteristics and recommendations surrounding topics on; funding, sustainability, community involvement, and  partnerships (internal or external). 

My analysis will measure economic sustainability through my case study of ecological and economic developments in tribal organizations that serve the needs of Indigenous people in contemporary times. I will also look at social sustainability in organizations providing a participatory structure, value orientation with natural democracy¸ and community education of food systems. 
From each case study I will discover policy implications to develop advocacy methods that empower working relationships in food systems organizations.  This project will foster understanding of tribal organizations with three points of intersection: interpretation of economic, ecological and social sustainability to integrate the knowledge of developing food systems in communities, with policy solutions to enhance partnerships across differences. A workshop will be designed to meet the needs of Tribal communities.
