Position Purpose:

The purpose of this position is to provide:  support to current and potential students, external relations, and administrative support for the MPA program.  This position, in conjunction with the Assistant Director - Tribal and the Director, is responsible for: a) advising current and potential students on admissions and program requirements, financial aid and on internships; b) managing communications; c) developing and implementing program marketing and recruiting plans; d) planning and implementing MPA events; and e) working with the staff team to ensure the smooth day-to-day operation of the program including basic administrative duties and developing and maintaining information and tracking systems (including the Web presence and using internal software to track student progress and assist in the mechanics of scheduling).

Reporting Relationships:

The Assistant Director reports to the MPA program Director and works as a team with the Assistant Director - Tribal, other graduate program staff and MPA faculty.

Essential Functions:

· Under the direction of the MPA Director, in a team with the Assistant Director - Tribal, will conduct support activities for current and potential students including:
a) Communicate with and counsel prospective and newly admitted students about the program.

b) Counsel, advise and track progress of matriculated students.
c) Organize and attend recruitment and admission counseling sessions for the MPA program.

d) Represent the program at selected recruitment and career fairs, meetings and conferences.
e) Represent the program at the quarterly TESC Academic Fair.
f) In collaboration with the Office of Financial Aid, assist students to identify and apply for financial aid.  Tracking financial aid decisions and reporting to other appropriate Evergreen offices.

g) Maintain and update program listserves.
h) Maintain and update curriculum support materials, including posting schedules and syllabi on the webpage, working with adjuncts to ensure materials are available for students.
· Under the direction of the MPA Director, in a team with the Assistant Director - Tribal and other graduate program staff, will conduct external relations activities, manage communications and support events, including:
a) Work with staff and faculty in designing, updating and producing catalogs, brochures, policy manuals and other materials for print.

b) Work with staff and faculty in designing and regularly updating the MPA homepage.

c) Develop and maintain relationships with relevant external agencies.

d) Develop and maintain internship contacts and listserve.

e) Oversee production of MPA newsletter.

f) Provide staff support for MPA advisory board.

g) Provide staff support for MPA alumni association

h) Lead development of coordinated marketing, advertising and recruitment strategy.

i) Assist the faculty and staff in organization and staff support for MPA events (meetings, symposia, conferences, special events, graduation, orientation, etc.)

· Under the direction of the MPA Director, in a team with the Assistant Director - Tribal and other graduate program staff, will work to ensure the smooth day-to-day operation of the program, including:

a) Using internal software to track students, budgets & financial aid.  Using internal software and working with other TESC offices to support the scheduling of classes (including coordinating with Registrar and Evening and Weekend Studies, working with space scheduling, etc.) and to track enrollments.
b) Develop and maintain prospective student contacts and database.

c) Develop and maintain alumni contacts and database.

d) Assist Director and Tribal Assistant Director in tracking of all program data

e) Assist in regular program evaluations and the productions of Annual Reports and regular self-studies (for accreditation and program review purposes).  Assist in managing and tracking performance/evaluation data working with the Office of Institutional Research.
f) Work as a team to address all regular, day-to-day administrative operations of the program.
Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:
· Knowledge about higher education in general, and the MPA program and its policies in particular.

· Ability to provide academic counseling and keep current on student recruitment, academic and admission counseling policy and procedure.

· Skills in marketing, promotion and public relations strategies.
· High level of organizational, planning and administrative skills.

· Ability to manage time effectively - ability to manage multiple priorities with competing deadlines and bring projects and tasks to completion.

· Ability to work well with others – staff, faculty, students, the public – and to collaborate as a member of a team.  In particular, the ability to collaborate and share tasks with the Assistant Director, Tribal and the Director.

· Initiative; self starter.  Ability to work with minimal supervision.

· Excellent interpersonal and written communication skills.

· Excellent public speaking and presentation skills.

· Knowledge of, and ability to work effectively with, culturally diverse communities, representatives and individuals including Native American communities and the full spectrum of public service organizations (non-profit, government, tribal, community-based; advocacy-based).

· Knowledge of and skills in using computer applications including word processing, spreadsheets, statistical software, database management, internet-based communications (including building and maintaining websites) and In-Design.  If not already skilled in the software, willing and able to quickly learn and build skills for immediate use.

Conditions of Employment:

· Ability to travel (mostly locally/regionally) to assist with recruiting.

· Flexibility to work varied schedule, including evenings and weekends, to assist with program events.
· Person hired must provide proof of identity and employment eligibility within three (3) days of beginning work and may be required to submit to a background check.

Desired qualifications:
· Documented successful experience in administering graduate/professional school programs and developing graduate/professional school admission and recruitment programs.
· Documented successful experience in administering a related program or initiative.
· Educational or professional experience in academic or admissions counseling, public administration, non-profit administration or a related field.
· Masters degree in public or business administration, student services, educational administration or the social sciences.
· Interest in graduate student education.
Minimum qualifications:

· Baccalaureate degree

· Minimum of two (2) years documented successful experience in program administration, student services, or closely related activities.
