The Master in Teaching program reflects the mission, core values, and curricular organization of The Evergreen State College.  To those ends, faculty for each cohort:

· develop an organizing theme or question around which students and faculty investigate teaching, learning, and schooling in light of MIT’s conceptual framework, national best practices, and Washington State standards for effective teaching

· facilitate the development of a community of learners that includes students and faculty

· design workshops, lectures, and learning experiences that engage cohort members in rigorous investigations of history, learning theories, and pedagogical practices, their interrelationships, their applications, and their impacts on student learning

· provide on-going formative and summative assessments and feedback supported by the use of rubrics, portfolios, and quizzes.

Though Evergreen’s MIT program is not organized around discrete classes, and though faculty in various cohorts develop and revise curriculum on a regular basis, the program IS coherent, organized, and based on current research and best practices.  The table that follows provides information about the content and credits of cohorts from 2001 through fall of 2007.  This table demonstrates the coherence of the program and the relationship of cohorts’ content to Standard V: Knowledge and Skills, Washington State Competencies, and the standards of major professional organizations in this country.
