
Adding an Endorsement through Pathway II
Teacher Certification and Advising

1. Submit a copy of your current resume to Maggie Foran.

2. Send an official passing score(s) from the appropriate WEST-E test(s) (have testing company send official copy by listing Evergreen, code 234 as one of the test recipients, www.west.nesinc.com)
3. Submit OSPI Form 4422 showing which school district is supporting you in obtaining your new endorsement area by providing opportunities for you to be observed an Evergreen faculty member using the Pedagogy Assessment Instrument. 4. When you have passed your WEST-E, contact Maggie to arrange for an Evergreen faculty member to do two observations of your teaching and to administer the PPA. You must submit at least two lesson plan/units in consultation with the Evergreen faculty member that will be observing you to administer the performance-based Pedagogy Assessment (PPA). 5. Submit endorsement processing fee to TESC in the amount of $1400 for one endorsement (may be slight additional fee for faculty travel beyond 80 miles roundtrip for observations) once TESC faculty member(s) have approved your teaching lesson and arranged observation dates. Contact Maggie for form to give to college cashier so deposit is made to the proper assessment account.
6. Upon recommendation by the TESC faculty member that you have passed the PPA, Maggie will go into the eCert system run by OSPI and recommend you for the added endorsement. You then claim the recommendation and complete the added endorsement form and pay the $48 fee to OSPI by credit card. Once Maggie sees you have applied and paid, she will prepare an educational permit verifying endorsement is earned and upload an image to your eCert account so your district can see the permit. The hard copy of the permit would be mailed to you.
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
