Luanne Hicks – plan for adding English language arts endorsement plan

1) Take Praxis II test # 10041 English Language: Literature and Composition: Content Knowledge Aug. 5th (sign up by July 6). Results mailed by testing company Sept. 5th, should be to The Evergreen State College by Sept. 11. If passed with score of 158 or better, will make you Highly qualified in that subject area, but does not give you the full endorsement (although it is required for the endorsement). You can pay the $25 fee to have the score reported to you by phone on or after Sept. 1.

Shelton high school can have you teach English for up to 2 periods out of seven, or no more than 40% of the day per the “exceptions to assignment policy” (WAC 180-82-110). Districts must follow conditions and procedures in WAC 180-82-110 (1) (a) thru (d).

2) To finish adding the English language arts endorsement you have two choices:

a) Pathway 2 – teach in Social Studies and/or History for 90 days, have passed the English Praxis II test, and arrange to be observed by TESC faculty with the Pedagogy Assessment Instrument at least twice in English (could be done by end of Jan. ’07)

or

b) Pathway 3 – in addition to passing the Praxis test, finish a college/university adding endorsement program. For Evergreen, we would ask that you complete a minimum of 12 additional credits, to include at least 4 quarter credits in American literature, 4 credits in world literature, and 4 credits in language skills and structure. Could be done by Sept. 8 (last day of summer quarter) or by Dec. 15 (last day of fall quarter).
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
