Professional Plan for Ingrid Jodziewicz for adding German Endorsement:

1. CLEP test in German passed, which equates to 12 credits of college level German
2. WEST-E: German Praxis test passed
3. Writing and speaking competency level at ACTFL Intermediate High proficiency level verified by interviews and/or testing.

4. World language teaching methods and assessment methods studied through course/contract/project. If done through project, additional stipend would be required for payment of faculty member’s time to evaluate the evidence for the project.
5. Submit evaluations of prior teaching, cover letter about teaching philosophy,etc. and appropriate paperwork as outlined on adding endorsements document.

6. Submit satisfactory porfolio verifying completion of all competencies and evaluation fee.
Speaking competency at ACTFL Intermediate High proficiency Level for speaking to be determined by interview with Evergreen Faculty member. Writing competency at ACTFL Intermediate High Level to be determined either by passing WPT at this level, or interview with Evergreen faculty member competent to assess the writing proficiency at this level.

Knowledge and Skill competencies not already completed by testing or prior coursework for Designated World Language:

In order to address the above competencies, Ingrid will:

a) Familiarize herself with the state and national standards for world languages

b) Familiarize herself with the variety of language appropriate resources and available technologies to meet the instructional and linguistic needs of all students and to foster creative thinking

c) Familiarize herself with assessment strategies 

d) As an all-level endorsement good for grades K-12, create a document (at least half page per grade level) that shows ability to plan a curriculum that facilitates students from simple to sophisticated use of the language (beginning level to advanced placement). Include  

1) Age appropriate learning experiences that are sequential for each grade level

2) Application of language standards

3) Use of appropriate resources and available technologies

4) Incorporation of other content areas such as history, geography, art, music and economics into learning experiences

5) Use of assessment strategies to monitor student learning and shape instruction

6) Incorporation of information on career options available to those who are proficient in world languages’

e)  Complete three appropriate detailed lesson plans with appropriate learning targets and connections to EALRS, one at elementary level, one at middle school level, and one at high school level. Arrange to teach one of these lessons, be observed, and reflect and critique the lesson. Learning strategies and assessment methods must be identified and your rationale for selecting them.

f) Identify opportunities for professional growth such as appropriate professional organizations to consider membership in, professional journals to read, conferences and other training opportunities to consider

g) Share Curriculum document and lesson plans with a German teacher for evaluation and feedback, and provide a copy of the document to Evergreen’s certification officer.

Ingrid is also encouraged to observe/substitute teach in German classrooms if possible, and to begin developing a resource file for the teaching of German.

All due Dec. 30th absolute deadline. Preferably in by December 18th. This plan expires Dec. 30th if not completed successfully by that date, and endorsement would need to be added under the 2007 competency standards for World Languages and the assessments for World Languages as determined by PESB as of 1/1/10.
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
