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“Spring at the Arboritum” – An integrated creative movement, art, science, literacy project with 3rd-5th graders
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Students over four weeks observed nature, painted observations, did creative movement activities regarding observation of plant and animal life at the arboritum, and gave creative presentations the concluding (5th) week incorporating art, original poetry, and creative movement on depictions of predator/prey behavior.
