Assignment Plan to provide evidence of knowledge and skills in remaining sped competencies:
I. Assistive Technology (read over competencies S5.4 and S8.14)
· Read Assistive Technology for People with Disabilities, Diane Pedrotty Bryant and Brian R. Bryant, Pearson Education, 2003

· Write a paper discussing how technology supports the learning disabled student, how it supports handicapping conditions, and how it supports lifeskills and vocational training. Use examples from life and references from the text.
· Choose a handicapping condition and develop a case study for a student(s) with that condition. Write a paper discussing how you would assess, select and implement the use of assistive technology for this case study for education programs and life skills.

II. Transition Planning (read over competencies S.17, 8.13 and 8.16)
· Study what the relevant laws say about transitions from early intervention to preschool, preschool to elementary, elementary to middle school, middle school to high school and high school and beyond.
· Write a paper discussing the information needed to assist at each of the transition stages, the strategies to facilitate the transitions at each stage, how you would collaborate with team members to assess and plan transitions at each stage, and how you would collaborate with families and other agencies at each stage. Provide specific examples for each stage showing knowledge of relevant resources and familiarity with the laws.
It is recommended that you also read the text used in the summer Professional Seminar:
Families and Teachers of Individuals with Disabilities: collaborative Orientation and Responsive Practices  by Dorothy O’Shea and Lawrence O’Shea.

Papers will be provided to Evergreen certification officer Maggie Foran and evaluated by appropriate faculty.
