1. Official copies of transcripts for all colleges attended. 
2. Appropriate endorsement worksheet filled out (download World Languages worksheet from MIT website at: http://www.evergreen.edu/mit/application/endorsementWorksheets.htm). If you have questions about the expected coursework, please contact me.
3. Official scores from ACTFL oral proficiency interview and pass at the intermediate high level (see www.languagetesting.com).
4. Submit a fee of $15 per endorsement in check form made out to ESD #113 (when process concluded)

5. Submit an endorsement evaluation fee to TESC in the amount of $90 for one endorsement and $45 for each additional endorsement (when process concluded)

6. Submit a copy of your current teaching certificate and resume.

7. Submit Application for an Additional Endorsement (form 1535)  found at: http://www.k12.wa.us/certification/certapp/1535.pdf when endorsement completed
8. Study the world languages endorsement competencies found on the OSPI website at:

9. Prepare a cover letter for each endorsement you wish to add that includes:

· A brief description of your teaching philosophy as it relates to this content area; in other words, let us know what aims you most value in teaching and how you will achieve those aims through teaching in this content area.

· An overview of the methodology and materials you use to teach and assess in this content area. 

10. For each endorsement you are adding, send at least one evaluation from a supervisor or mentor based on one or more observations of your teaching in this content area if available. If not available, you may likely be asked to arrange to be observed teaching in the new endorsement area by a principal or appropriate evaluator using the state’s Pedagogy Assessment Instrument. Another option is you may be asked to do a small field experience, and to be assessed a fee for a faculty member to observe you teaching in the content area. 
11.  For each endorsement you are adding you must submit a lesson plan and self-evaluation of a lesson you taught  to Japanese students that includes:

· A description of the learning teaching context (describe your students, how the lesson fits into the unit or curriculum, and the arrangement of the classroom)

· Your learning targets (what students will know and be able to do – with reference to specific EALRs)

· The learning experiences/strategies used in the lesson

· A rationale for why you selected those learning experiences/strategies

· Your assessment methods for this lesson

· Your reflections on this lesson, including the extent to which you reached the learning targets and what you learned in this lesson that will inform your future teaching.

Part II: Specific Criteria for the Endorsement

If you plan to finish the endorsement in the next year, take the ACTFL test which 

covers endorsement competencies 2.1 and S. 2.2 in reading and listening. After September 2008, there will be a different Japanese test offered for the endorsement.
The test does not cover reading and writing.  Generally, we ask Japanese endorsement students to meet with our faculty if possible for an interview to evaluate their reading and writing skills. If you are not available to come to Olympia, I have included a form for you to meet with a Japanese faculty member at Gonzaga U. for them to fill out to ascertain if your reading and writing are at an intermediate high level. If not, you may need additional coursework to reach this level.

Your email listed you have taken JPNE 101 and 102 at Gonzaga U, and also JPNE 202-204. On the Gonzaga website I can only find JPNE 201 and 202, not 203 or 204. Do you have syllabi from your courses that provide further information so we can tell what the courses entailed? Each 3 semester hour course from Gonzaga U is worth 4.5 quarter credits.
So when I compare your coursework to the expected Designated World Languages endorsement coursework expected, it appears you still need:
· A course in language acquisition theories such as MTSL 408 at GU, Principles of Second Language Acquisition (needed for competency K3.1)
· A course in teaching methods for world languages such as EDTE 454T at GU, World Language Methods (needed for competencies K1.2, K1.3, S2.3, S3.2-3.5, K4.1-K4.2, S4.1-S4.2, K5.1, S5.1-5.2) and/or a detailed description telling us how you have acquired the teaching methodology for the new endorsement: any methods courses, workshops, mentoring, and self-study you have done to prepare yourself to teach this content
· A course showing interdisciplinary integration (you actually take the course in Japanese, while studying another subject such as literature)
· A course or evidence of knowledge of a culture where the language is spoken, so JPNE 350 or 351 at GU would be examples, or more details about whether you have lived/worked/traveled etc. to show you have gained this knowledge through experience (needed for competencies K2.1-2.3, S2.3, S2.4, S3.3)
· A contract for credits for field experience may or may not be needed after you provide more information about whether you are already teaching the subject, have evaluations related to your teaching of the subject etc.

The above courses can be taken at any regionally accredited college, and must be passed with C, or 2.0, or satisfactory evaluation or better per state certification rules.

Knowledge and Skill competencies not already completed by testing or prior coursework for Designated World Language so need to have evidence submitted:
· K1.1 – describe where you acquired your knowledge of child and adolescent development

· S1.2  - provide description on how you practice these principles with your students, provide support such as an evaluation
· S3.5 – provide description on your knowledge of career options for those proficient in world languages and how you would teach this to your students

· K6.2-6.3, S6.2-6.3 - Identify opportunities for professional growth such as appropriate professional organizations to consider membership in, professional journals to read, conferences and other training opportunities  to attend. Provide a statement about your connections with the community outside your own classroom related to this content area: for example, any non-school, school-wide, district, state, national or other efforts you are involved in related to this content area. Provide an outline of your professional development plans for continuing to improve your teaching in this content area over the next 1-3 years.

· S2.3 and K4.2 Familiarize yourself  with the state and national standards for world languages, describe how these will impact your teaching
· K4.2 -  Familiarize yourself with the variety of language appropriate resources and available technologies to meet the instructional and linguistic needs of all students and to foster creative thinking
· K5.1 - Familiarize self with assessment strategies.
· As an all-level endorsement good for grades K-12, you will show your ability to plan curriculum, teach and assess by creating a document [at least two-three pages for each level to include early elementary (K-3), middle elementary (4-6), middle school (7-9) and high school (10-12)], that demonstrates how you will facilitate students learning Japanese  from simple to sophisticated use of the language (beginning level to advanced placement). Include :
1) Age appropriate learning experiences that are sequential for each grade level

2) Application of language standards

3) Use of appropriate resources and available technologies

4) Incorporation of other content areas such as history, geography, art, music and economics into learning experiences

5) Use of assessment strategies to monitor student learning and shape instruction

You are encouraged to observe at different levels in public school classrooms if possible, and to share this curriculum document with a Japanese teacher for feedback. You are also encouraged to begin developing a resource file for the teaching of Japanese. This curriculum document, along with your lesson plan and reflection (#11 in part I), will assist our review committee in determining you have met all the endorsement competencies.
