Dear Ms. Huber,

     Thank you for your portfolio and videotape documentation of movement elements, choreography and research presentation submitted as an application for an endorsement in dance through The Evergreen State College.  These materials were reviewed by TESC professor Stephanie Kozick on 11/23/05 and discussed with certification officer Maggie Foran, resulting in the following assessment of demonstrated competencies and recommendations for further study.

Ms. Kozick found that Ms Huber had an effective command of dance vocabulary and demonstrated understanding of space, time and energy through her professional demonstrations in the videotaped material. Her choreographic work with dance students was stunning and her written reflections of the elements of her choreography were deeply considered. The written description of another dance production reflected Ms. Huber’s awareness of the influences of light, costume, sound and scenic design.

The portfolio showed that Ms. Huber was very competent in leading students, in warm-up sessions that were planned and specific, and she “is aware of kinesthetic concerns and her aims are securely grounded in strengthening and movement preparation, which is connected to safety issues.” Her sample lesson plan also displayed detailed preparation.

Ms. Kozick recommends Ms. Huber round out her preparation for the dance endorsement by :

a) securing an academic foundation in the cultural context of dance, especially in light of the diversity of students she states are choosing to fulfill their physical education requirements through dance. Ms. Huber traced the historical chronology of the Western dance form of ballet in her portfolio, and missed an opportunity to focus her research on world dance. While Ms. Huber is highly competent in ballet, she should now become very familiar with dance histories that will authentically honor the heritage of her students. This will facilitate a multidisciplinary connection to history, social justice and multicultural forms of honored music and dance.

b) becoming more familiar with student-centered forms of pedagogy. Ms. Huber’s research presentations were limited in application of inventive pedagogy. She must become familiar with forms such as workshops and interactive presentations.

“These two requirements for further study will secure a more responsive teaching approach to match her most talented and creative movement and choreographic competencies.”

In order to fulfill these recommendations, the following options are available:

Plan I

Develop an individual learning contract (ILC) for 8 credits for summer at The Evergreen State College with faculty sponsor Stephanie Kozick. This contract should cover dance histories and relationship to world cultures, and forms of dance pedagogies in order to satisfy the dance endorsement competencies of K 3.1, K5.1-5.2, S5.1-5.2, K7.2, S7.1, S8.2 and K8.3. Plan II

Take DNC 232 Movement and Culture at Western Washington University Spring ’06 and then do an ILC at Evergreen in the summer for 6 credits to cover dance histories and pedagogies.

Plan III

Take DNC 231 Introduction to Dance and DNC 232 Movement and Culture at Western Washington University Summer ’06 (clock hours, credit or non-credit), and complete a 4 credit ILC at Evergreen to cover dance pedagogies.

Plan IV

Take DNC 434 Dance Arts in Education at WWU Winter ’06, DNC 232 Movement and Culture at WWU Spring ’06 and DNC 231 Introduction to Dance at WWU Summer’06.

Submit several new lesson plans showing familiarity with a variety of dance pedagogies.

Please review these options and advise me on how you wish to proceed. I am also available if you have further questions. I will keep your portfolio and videotape for now, and will return them upon completion of your endorsement requirements or upon notification that you do not wish to pursue this endorsement through Evergreen.
