Thank you for your interest in the Master in Teaching Program at The Evergreen State College. Upon completion of the MIT program, along with having completed the appropriate endorsement coursework and assessments prior to entrance, once can receive a residency teaching certificate along with an English/Language Arts endorsement for the state of Washington. 

Our Admissions Office has verified that The Evergreen State College does accept baccalaureate degrees from Brigham Young University, and would accept the BGS as it is a fully accredited bachelor’s degree. 

I asked our advising and certification specialist, Maggie Foran, to review the documentation you had forwarded about the BGS and the Writing specialization you propose to take to see how it would meet our English/Language Arts endorsement expectations. Applicants to our MIT program that wish to teach English would be expected to have at least 28 credits in literature among several categories (see enclosed endorsement worksheet), 12 credits minimum in writing process, 8 credits in communication, and 4 credits in language skills and structure. In general, it appears you could take coursework within the English and American Literature track, and the Writing track that would satisfy the expected knowledge areas for English, except for coursework in multicultural and world literature. Reviewing the course descriptions and reading lists for the American literature courses there was a dirth of authors of color. Also, no literature outside of the U.S.or Britain was noted, so you would be requested to take a course with literature from another area(s) of the world: Russia, Africa, Latin America, Asia, etc. There were courses you could take for the communication and language skills categories.

Each teacher education program within the State of Washington is currently undergoing a review of their endorsement programs this year and next for reapproval. You may find some differences between our coursework expectations, and the expectations of other institutions. However, anyone endorsed in English after 8/31/05 from any teacher education program in Washington will need to pass the WEST-B (Washington Educators Skills Test Basic) and the WEST-E (Washington Educators Skills Test –Endorsement). The state has selected the Praxis II test 10041 English Language: Literature & Composition: Content Knowledge, offered by the Educational Testing Service nationally (see www.ets.org/praxis) as the WEST-E test for an English endorsement. These tests need to be taken, passed, and scores submitted to The Evergreen State College as part of applying to our Master in Teaching Program.
