Mr. Richard C. Coker, social security number, 208-62-4512, date of birth 02/16/1983  is completing  his second ten week student teaching for the Master in Teaching Program at The Evergreen State College. He has already successfully completed one quarter of student teaching in fall 2007. Mr. Coker is graduating June 13th, 2008 with the MIT degree and will be issued that day the State of Washington Professional Education Permit for the Residency Teacher Certificate with endorsements in Social Studies and History (secondary, for grades 5-12) and Middle Level Humanities (English and social studies for grades 4-9).
Per the State of Washington Administrative Code (WAC) 181-79A-128, “A temporary permit may be issued by a Washington College to enable a program completer to become employed and to serve in the appropriate role while the certificate is being processed. The temporary permit is equivalent to a certificate in authorizing someone to be assigned in their role. The only difference is that the temporary permit expires in 180 days.” (p. 4 Certification Handbook, see: http://www.k12.wa.us/certification/pubdocs/CertHandbook.pdf)

I will submit the electronic verification of Mr. Coker’s completion of his certification program to our Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction June 13th, and his temporary permit allows him to teach as a fully certified teacher while the OSPI office prepares an official paper teaching certificate with a unique certificate number. It can take 6-8 weeks for the Residency Teacher First Issuance Certificate to arrive back in my office before I can forward it to Mr. Coker. I will forward it as soon as it becomes available. This certificate will be undated, as the first issue of the residency certificate shall be valid until the holder completes two consecutive years of successful service in the role in Washington with a school district, state approved private school or state agency that provides educational services for students. When the teacher completes two consecutive years of successful services in the role in the state with the same employer, their residency certificate will be reissued with a five year expiration date  per WAC 181-79-145(2)(b).
