Agreement between The Evergreen State College and South Puget Sound Community College Regarding Early Childhood Education Endorsement

The Evergreen State College, which has been approved by the Washington State Board of Education to endorse teachers in Early Childhood Education per WAC 180-82A, in its capacity as an agent of the State with authority to certify the completion of endorsement preparation programs as approved by the Washington State Board of Education, does hereby acknowledge the following South Puget Sound Community College courses address all endorsement-specific competencies adopted by the state board of education and meet all of Evergreen's course work expectations for the Early Childhood endorsement. Please note that individual students will be required to show evidence of having attainedthe Early Childhood Education competencies  through the WEST E (required for Evergreen program admission) and at various points during the Evergreen program.  cover the designated competencies towards the Early Childhood Education endorsement:

ECE 102- Introduction to Early Childhood Education: covers the knowledge competency K5.3* (historical, philosophical and social foundations of the early childhood education profession) and K6.1 (knowledgeable about early childhood education and ECE programs)

EDUC 120- Child Development: covers the knowledge competencies of Child Development and Learning, K1.1-1.4

EDUC 240- Advanced Curriculum Development: covers the knowledge competencies of Curriculum Development and Implementation, K2.1-K2.3

EDUC 230- Guiding Children’s Behavior: covers the knowledge competencies of Family and Community Relationships, K3.1-3.4

EDUC 225 – Family and Community Relationships: covers the knowledge and skill competencies of K3.1-3.4, S3.1-3.5

ECE 235- Educating Young Children in a Diverse Society: covers the knowledge competencies of  K1.4, K3.2, K6.2

ECE 150- Child Health, Safety and Nutrition: covers the knowledge competencies of K2.4-K2.45

ECE 115-Practicum I: covers the knowledge competencies of Assessment and Evaluation

ECE 205- Practicum II: provides 75 hours of field experiences/practicum and covers the 

skill competencies of S2.1.1, S2.1.2, S2.2, S3.5, S6.1, S6.2, S6.3 (for 75 hours)

ECE 250- Practicum III: provides 90 hours of field experiences/practicum and covers the 

skill competencies of S2.1.3, S2.1.4, S6.1, S6.2, S6.3 (for 90 hours)

ECE 238- Professionalism: course under development for Fall 2004 to cover the knowledge competencies of Professionalism, K3.5, K5.1-5.2, K5.4-5.6, S3.5

ECE 220- Management of Early Childhood Programs: covers the knowledge competency of K5.8 (basic principles of administration, organization and operation of early childhood programs, including supervision of staff and volunteers and program evaluation)

*The Early childhood education endorsement specific knowledge and skill competencies are published by the superintendent of public instruction

South Puget Sound Community College agrees to advise its students completing these courses with the goal of obtaining an early childhood education endorsement through The Evergreen State College:

1. Only the identified courses with a grade of C (2.0) or higher or a grade of pass on a pass-fail system of grading (WAC 180-82-204-6) will be accepting as fulfilling the identified early childhood education competencies.

2. Students will need to complete a teacher education program at The Evergreen State College (currently the Master in Teaching degree).

3. The Evergreen State College’s Master in Teaching Program also requires these students to purse the Elementary Education endorsement.

The Evergreen State College’s teacher education program will:

1. Accept the identified SPSCC courses listed above as fulfilling the identified early childhood education endorsement competencies in this agreement for applicants to its teacher education programs.

Endorsement Agreement, Review, and Renewal

South Puget Sound Community College will provide The Evergreen State College with the necessary supporting materials to validate the identified early childhood endorsement competencies are covered in the identified SPSCC courses. South Puget Sound Community College will keep the TESC teacher education program updated by submitting changes in the identified course names, assigned numbers, number of credits, course descriptions  and any substantial curriculum changes for these courses for reconsideration of this Early Childhood Endorsement Agreement.

This agreement will be subject to renewal in March 2008, or upon endorsement changes implemented by the Washington State Board of Education.
