Materials Needed to Add Art Endorsement

1. Official copies of transcripts for all colleges attended.

2. Submit the Application for an Additional Endorsement (form 1535 found at http://www.k12.wa.us/certification/certapp/1535.pdf)

3. Prepare a cover letter that includes:

· A description telling us how you have acquired the teaching methodology for the art endorsement: any methods courses, workshops, mentoring, and self-study you have done to prepare yourself to teach this content area

· An outline of your professional development plans for continuing to improve your teaching in this content area over the next 1-3 years

· A statement about your connections with the community outside your own classroom related to this content area: for example, any non-school, school-wide, district, state, national or other efforts you are involved in related to this content area.

· A brief description of your teaching philosophy as it relates to this content area; in other words, let us know what aims you most value in teaching and how you will achieve those aims through teaching in this content area.

· An overview of the methodology and materials you use to teach and assess in this content area. 

4. Submit a letter from Saint Martin’s Education Department verifying who was your cooperating/mentor teacher for student teaching, his/her credentials, what school and school district, how long you did student teaching (dates and number of hours), grade level(s), subjects taught and whether you successfully completed student teaching and were evaluated at “at standard” or above from the state of Washington Pedagogy Assessment Instrument. 

5. Arrange to observe in art classroom(s), and then teach an art unit in a classroom. Outline in a letter the grade level(s), school(s), subjects and teachers in whose art classrooms you observed and/or did some teaching. Submit a lesson plan and self-evaluation of a lesson you taught that includes:

· A description of the learning teaching context (describe your students, how the lesson fits into the unit or curriculum, and the arrangement of the classroom)

· Your learning targets (what students will know and be able to do – with reference to specific EALRs)

· The learning experiences/strategies used in the lesson

· A rational for why you selected those learning experiences/strategies

· Your assessment methods for this lesson. Show you know you had a positive impact on student learning. 

· Your reflections on this lesson, including the extent to which you reached the learning targets and what you learned in this lesson that will inform your future teaching.

6. In conjunction with #5, submit an evaluation from a cooperating art teacher/mentor based on one or more observations of your teaching in this content area verifying you:

• planned an appropriate art lesson

• set up the classroom appropriately

• implemented the lesson and managed the classroom

• appropriately assessed the students and were able to show a positive impact on student learning

    The cooperating teacher will need to outline his/her own credentials and describe the classroom context (grade level, school, etc.) in which the observation occurred.

You may wish to videotape the above lesson used for evaluation, and provide a written critique.
