Dear Pat:

Heidi Haynes is currently a student at Highline Community College taking required coursework for a secondary teaching endorsement in social studies, to be granted upon completion of the Master in Teaching Program at The Evergreen State College.  Ms. Haynes is a qualified fall 2003 applicant to the MIT program at TESC. Her file is being read and evaluated this week by the MIT Director and faculty team. 

Credits for endorsements are perquisites for entrance into the MIT program.  For a social studies endorsement, a minimum of 4 credits in a psychology, sociology or anthropology course is required, and the PSYCH 120 course at Highline Ms. Haynes is taking will fulfill this requirement.  The social studies endorsement also requires at least 12 credits in US History (including chronological, multicultural, thematic and women’s), and the HIST 132 course Ms. Haynes is taking will help her fulfill some needed chronological US history credit to go along with her thematic US history credit from TESC on national parks.  

Upon completion of the MIT program, Ms. Haynes would receive from TESC the graduate degree: Master in Teaching. She would also be recommended to the Office of Superintendent for Public Instruction for the Residency Teaching Certificate, with an endorsement in social studies.  TESC would issues the temporary permit for 180 days, while OSPI processed the paperwork and issued the residency certificate.

As a former community college counselor the past 14 years prior to my current position as advising and certification specialist for the MIT program at TESC, I am aware that financial aid officers have discretion to fund prerequisites for programs.  For instance, at Centralia College prerequisites for RN programs at four year universities were funded.  Please give consideration to funding the PSYCH 120 and HIST 132 courses Ms. Haynes is taking as prerequisites for her teaching credential.  She has been in contact with me for advising several times, and is only taking credits she needs to fulfill prerequisites.
