Enclosed are your endorsement worksheets after looking at your TESC credits and how they apply to three endorsements as you consider applying to the MiT program. You may have more of these needed credits done, but from your community college work, but I cannot tell without copies of those transcripts from CC of Allegheny County, Olympic College and Tacoma CC.

Elementary Education (K-8 all subjects although you rarely teach above 6th grade with this endorsement anymore) Needed:

· 6 credits math to include some algebra and geometry (Evergreen has a math for elementary teachers summer course with these subjects in summer in Olympia for 8 credits or you can take a community college class)

· 4 credits in some type of art or arts

· 3 credits in health/fitness (have you taken First aid/CPR training?)

· 12 credits of science to include something from each category and at least one type should have had lab experience:

1. Biology (plants, animals and/or people)

2. Earth and space science (astronomy, geology, meteorology, oceanography are examples)

3. Physical science (chemistry, physics or environmental science) 

· 4-8 credits of social studies to include 1-2 credits in each category

1. Geography

2. Economics

3. Pacific Northwest history

4. World history

· Children’s and adolescent literature course (available summer Evergreen Olympia)

Middle Level Humanities (English and social studies grades 4-9) Needed:

· Adolescent or children’s and adolescent literature course

· Language skills and structure course (such as grammar studies, linguisitics, we have one in Olympia in summer)

· 4 credits Pacific Northwest History

· 2 credits U.S. history

· 4 credits economics

· 4 credits geography

· 4 credits world history

History/Social Studies endorsement (grades 5-12) Needed:

· 10 credits of U.S. history to include precolonial to founding period, founding period to Reconstruction, some multicultural and women’s history

· 4 credits Pacific Northwest history

· 12 credits world history (different time periods and/or regions of world)

· 4 credits geography

· 4 credits economics

So, you will need to decide which endorsement you are pursuing, plan to take the WEST-E for that endorsement, and make a plan to finish needed credits. You may have work planned and in progress when you apply to MiT, but you cannot have more than 8 credits left to do at time the program starts in late September.
