Mr. Jim LaRiviere is a certified teacher in your district at Middle College High School at Northgate and he is working with The Evergreen State College to add a science endorsement to his certificate.  Mr. LaRiviere met with me Sept. 22nd and after reviewing his transcripts we created a plan to assist him in accomplishing this goal in the most efficient manner possible, with an anticipated completion date by June 2010. This plan would involve Mr. LaRiviere earning a middle level science endorsement by pathway 3 by January 2010, and then earning the Science endorsement by pathway 2.  His certification plan includes:

Fall 2009

· Begin coursework of at least 12 college level credits to include study of chemistry, physics, astronomy and/or meterology and environmental science and/or provide evidence of sufficient content knowledge related to endorsement competencies in these areas to Evergreen’s certification office.  
· Take and pass the November Washington Educator Skills Test for middle level science ($130).
 
Winter 2010

· Evergreen issues the Middle Level Science Endorsement after completion of paperwork and $105 fee paid.
· Mr. LaRiviere begins 90 days of teaching in middle level science (good for grades 4-9). 
Spring 2010  

· Mr. LaRiviere takes and passes the WEST-E in science ($130).
· School District signs OSPI form 4422 Pathway 2 Pedagogy Assessment Employer Support Verification which pledges the district’s cooperation in providing a setting for Mr. LaRiviere to be observed teaching a science lesson by an appropriate Evergreen faculty member.

· Mr. LaRiviere arranges the observation date with Evergreen in late May after completing 90 days of middle level science teaching and having obtained Seattle school district’s signature on OSPI form 1522F Verification of Endorsement Experience.
· Mr. LaRiviere pays the $1415 certification fee plus an additional $48 in mileage and passes the Pedagogy Assessment during the science teaching observations.

· Mr. LaRiviere is issued the Science endorsement after completing the appropriate paperwork.
