Dear Pam:

The fall quarter is finishing up and I unfortunately found your packet misplaced under a pile of papers to be filed. 

My apologies for the long delay in replying.

From your note and attachment about TX endorsement categories it appears you would have need at least 24 credits in an area to earn an endorsement in TX. It looks like you might reach that goal for Art, English Language Arts, and the dual subject grades 4-8 Language Arts/Social Studies.

You mentioned you’d like to teach High School German, Art or Humanities. I don’t know if TX has a humanities endorsement, or how they define it. You might make it in art, but your art is more nontraditional and would likely need to be supplemented with some traditional mediums like drawing and watercolor ( a variety of areas including sculpture and photography is desired). For German, we would require you have a language acquisition course and a teaching methods course in addition to your advanced level and literature credits, but again, I’m not sure what TX wants in their 24 credits for teaching a world language.
Here’s how I evaluate your Evergreen credits:

German (which is an all level, preschool to grade 12 in Washington State):
12 credits German language  (advanced level)

4 credits German literature of the 18th Century

Art (which is labeled as Visual Arts , and is all level here):

4 credits Art Appreciation and History

3 credits Costume Design and History (could also be used towards Theatre Arts)

4 credits Costume Design and Construction (could also be used towards Theatre Arts)
4 credits Fashion Art and Design

8 credits Display Design Practicum

12 credits Display Art Practicum
English Language Arts (in Washington, grades 5-12):

8 credits Composition

4 credits English, Basic Composition

8 credits Greek Literature in Translation

4 credits Modern Literature (American and world)

4 credits German literature of the 18th Century

4 credits Visual Anthropology (fits under communication category of media and film analysis)

Social Studies (in Washington, grades 5-12):
8 credits History of Ancient Greece

4 credits Principles of Macroeconomics

Humanities (in Washington State, there is a middle level humanities endorsement for grades 4-9 which combines English and social studies. There is no high school humanities endorsement):

4 credits English, Basic Composition

8 credits Greek Literature in Translation

4 credits Modern Literature (American and world)

4 credits German literature of the 18th Century

4 credits Visual Anthropology (fits under communication category of media and film analysis)

8 credits History of Ancient Greece

4 credits Principles of Macroeconomics

Humanities at the community college level is cultural history, so includes literature, art history, music, architecture, etc. Under this definition of humanities, I would the courses used above for English Language Arts, the Art history credits, and also 4 credits in Theory of Housing Design.

You might have more applicable credits from work taken at your prior institutions (TCC, Highline, Fort Steilacoom CC which is now Pierce College, and UW). However it only gives the total credits transferred from each institution on your Evergreen transcript, and not what they actually were so I have no way of knowing for sure.
