· School District signs OSPI form 1522F Verification of Endorsement Experience after Mr. Rigor completes his 90 days of physics teaching.

· Mr. Rigor completes certification paperwork to local ESD office ($15) to add Science endorsement.

· Mr. Rigor  is issued the science endorsement by OSPI.
