Ms. Sharon-Vassell-High has been in contact with the Master in Teaching (MiT) program at The Evergreen State College. Her intention is to apply for fall 2011 which would begin late September 2011. The application period is Oct. 1, 2010-May 2, 2011. Ms. Vassel-High intends to apply with the goal of becoming certified to teach special education and middle level humanities. 

The MiT program at Evergreen expects teacher education candidates to have as much as possible their expected endorsement coursework done upon application. Applicants may have work planned or in progress, but those given conditional offers of admissions must demonstrate they have no more than 8 credits left to do at time they start the program. Remaining endorsement credits at that time would be completed in the summer between Year 1 and Year 2 of the program.

Upon review of Ms. Vassell-High’s transcripts the following undergraduate level coursework is still needed for her endorsements:

Special education assessment course – 4 quarter credits offered fall 2010 at Evergreen

Special education curriculum course  - 6 quarter credits offered spring 2011 at Evergreen

Special education Professional Seminar course – 4 quarter credits offered summer 2011 at Evergreen

These special education courses would need to be completed this academic year prior to starting MiT.

The remaining coursework below is needed for the middle level humanities endorsement. Special education teachers must have a second endorsement area in a content area whether it is elementary education, ml humanities, math, science social studies, etc.  Sharon would need to complete at least 16 of these remaining 24 credits by end of summer 2011 in order to start MiT in fall 2011. The remaining 8 credits could be done summer 2012 between year 1 and 2 of MiT, although applicants are encouraged to have all credits done prior to starting.

Adolescent literature course of approximately 4 credits – available at Evergreen for 4 quarter credits in summer 2011 or summer 2012, but also available elsewhere

Language skills and structure course of approximately 4 credits – available at Evergreen for 4 quarter credits in summer 2011, Grammar Studies, but also available elsewhere such as linguistics, or history of English language. Could also be taken as part of the Language, Literature and the Schools program (8-12 credits) winter and spring 2011 at Evergreen.

Multicultural literature course of approximately 4 credits– available at Evergreen through an independent learning contract most any quarter if suitable faculty sponsor is found. Could also be taken as part of the Language, Literature and the Schools program (8-12 credits) winter and spring 2011 at Evergreen. Summer 2010 there was an Africa-American literature course that met this requirement at Evergreen, but summer 2011 schedule not yet available. An American ethnic literature course could also be taken elsewhere from a regionally accredited college. The other option is to prove through a syllabus that the HUMN 420 Contemporary Literature course taken by Sharon Summer 1997 at DeVry contained sufficient multicultural literature content.

Pacific Northwest History course of approximately 4 credits - available at Evergreen through an independent learning contract most any quarter if suitable faculty sponsor is found, or by taking it as a summer course here.  This course is also available at state community colleges.

Geography course of approximately 4 credits - available at Evergreen through an independent learning contract most any quarter if suitable faculty sponsor is found, or geography study is incorporated into other Evergreen programs. This course is also available at state community colleges

World history course of approximately 4 credits - available at Evergreen through an independent learning contract most any quarter if suitable faculty sponsor is found, or  ancient, world or regional study (non-US) is incorporated into other Evergreen programs. This course is also available at state community colleges

Endorsement coursework taken at Evergreen is currently $203.60 per credit, see: http://www.evergreen.edu/business/studentfinancialservices/tuitionrates.htm and fees vary, see: http://www.evergreen.edu/business/studentfinancialservices/fees.htm
Within the MiT program, Sharon would take 16 graduate level credits per quarter fall 2011, winter 2012, spring 2012, fall 2012, winter 2013 and spring 2013. She would earn a master’s degree of 96 credits with the Washington State residency teaching certificate if she completed the program and was recommended for certification. Approximate tuition costs are currently $2700 per quarter.
