Thank you for your recent correspondence and interest in Evergreen’s Master in Teaching Program. From you letter and transcripts, it appears you did not complete all coursework for certification at Western Michigan University, and were unable to take your provisional certificate from Pennsylvania and obtain a Washington teaching certificate. 

Our MIT program at Evergreen includes all the necessary coursework and student teaching experience necessary for certification in this state, but it is offered in an interdisciplinary format of 16 credits per quarter, full time, without separate courses. Thus, we do not accept any transfer credits from other certification programs. You would have to apply to our MIT program and if accepted, complete the entire six quarter program. In addition, curriculum and other classroom requirements have changed radically since your prior coursework in the early 1970s, and you need to be steeped in the current practices.

Our fall 2006 application period opened Oct. 1, 2005 and closes April 17, 2006. Files completed after that deadline will be reviewed on a space available basis. If you have not already taken the WEST-B entrance test of basic skills, you should register immediately for the March 11 test at www.west.nesinc.com. If you have not taken the Praxis II exam # 10014 Elementary Education: Content Knowledge, you may look into standby testing for the March 4 test at www.ets.org/praxis.

A review of your transcripts shows you have most but not all the expected coursework for the elementary education endorsement. You would be asked to complete a children’s and adolescent literature course, at least 2 additional credits in college level math and proof that math courses contained some algebra, geometry and statistics; proof that one of your prior science courses included lab experience, and some credit in Pacific Northwest History.
