SEM II -aka “the new building”

As the first new classroom building in over twenty years, Seminar II was designed to provide more classroom, faculty, and administrative office space, and room for the public service centers as the college enrollment grows to 5,000. “Green” principles were utilized in the design, including rooftop plantings, natural air ventilation, using cement and wood floors to minimize chemicals from carpets, and more.

On the 2nd floor of SEM II E is the Evergreen Center for Educational Improvement, which does workshops and curriculum development work with current teachers. They have a resource library of assessment, curriculum and other materials MIT students may browse and borrow.

Jacque’s office is on the 2nd floor, 2005. Faculty mailboxes first floor. Patty’s seminar room is 1051, Michael’s is 2033.
