Many of the community colleges in the state are also finalizing direct transfer associate of arts degrees in elementary education preparation this winter and spring. SPSCC approves their Elem Ed DTA in the past month.

Testing Updates

PESB has contracted with National Evaluations Systems Inc. (our current WEST-B vendor) to develop WEST-E tests in alignment with the revised endorsement competencies. The new WEST-E tests should be available by September 2008.

The proposed implementation schedule that has not yet been approved by PESB would:

a) allow our new admits to MIT for fall 2008 to take either the current Praxis II tests used for the WEST-E, or the new WEST-E tests from NES.

b) require new admits to MIT for fall 2009 to take the new WEST-E tests

c) require teachers adding endorsements  after 8/31/08 to take the new WEST-E tests

d) require out-of-state teachers moving in-state and applying for a Washington certificate after 8/31/08 to use the new WEST-E tests.
e) The current Praxis II tests used for WEST-E will not be accepted after 8/31/09.
