6. Document how my teaching has a positive impact on the learning of my students by completing a Positive Impact Plan (PIP). 

7. Complete the goals of my PGP. (Note: This may include additional course work.)

8. Complete a Culminating Seminar. 

9. Receive the recommendation of the college/university, in collaboration with my Professional Growth Team for the Professional Teacher Certificate. 

10. Pay the designated certification fee.
