Limited Certificates

Substitute Certificates are one type of limited certificate

There are three types of sub certificates:
Substitute certificate: must have completed a teacher certification program

Emergency substitute certificate (only requires BA, but not all districts use them)

Intern substitute certificate (allows you to be a sub for your mentor teacher when you are student teaching, but again, not all districts do this, and your TESC faculty must also approve)

The Emergency Substitute Certificate enables someone who is not fully qualified for a regular teaching certificate to serve as a substitute teacher, provided the school has exhausted or will exhaust its list of qualified substitutes. It is valid for up to 3 years.

If you get the permit (good for 180 days) thru Maggie, you only need to do these pieces:

4027A Application Form (2 pages)

4027B District Request for Emergency Substitute  Certificate 

You do not need to submit transcripts, nor redo the character and fitness form.

You do need to bring in a check to Maggie with the forms to ESD #113 for $15. 

If you want to be an emergency sub for more that one district, you can but you must have each district fill out the 4027B form. You do not need to pay another fee.

You may also apply for an emergency sub certificate through ESD #113 or any other ESD, but you would need to do all pieces of the above application, including the character and fitness form, and pay an additional $20 processing fee for a total of $35.

Olympia and North Thurston School districts do not use emergency substitutes.

A few of the districts that use the Personnel School Cooperative at ESD #113 use emergency subs, but not all. Currently, the cooperative is aware that Oakville, Tenino and Pioneer districts use emergency substitutes, but they do not automatically agree to all requests. The may want to meet with you, have you recommended by someone in their district, etc. You should always call first and inquire directly with the district about how to become an emergency substitute and what the process for approval is at their district.

There are other districts in the area that sometimes approve emergency subs, but it varies from year to year, and by the individual. For instance, Tumwater and McCleary/Elma.

Tacoma, Clover Park and Franklin Pierce districts have used emergency subs in recent years. There are more districts in Pierce county, so for a complete list of districts see the Washington Education Directory in Maggie’s or Loren’s office, or look on the OSPI website about all school districts: http://www.k12.wa.us/maps/SDmainmap.aspx.

The Intern Substitute certificate enables a student teacher to substitute, in the classroom to which assigned for student teaching, in the absence of his/her supervising teacher. This certificate must be approved by both the school and the college, and is valid for up to one year.

During spring quarter, you may look into becoming an Intern Substitute for your mentor teacher. Again, check with the district first to see if they will approve. Second, see if your TESC faculty will approve the request.

If you get the permit (good for 360 days) thru Maggie, you only need to do these pieces:

4028A Application Form (2 pages)

4028B District request

4028E Approval of Candidate for Intern Substitute Certificate

You do not need to submit transcripts, nor redo the character and fitness form.

You do need to bring in a check to Maggie with the forms to ESD #113 for $5. 

You can apply for your regular substitute certificate at the same time you apply for your residency certificate in May
