Attached is the 2007 Summer School proposal form. If you are interested in teaching next summer, please complete and return the form to Betty McGovern, Library 2211, by October 30.

Summer school class proposals are welcome from all faculty, including visiting, part time, and exchange faculty as well as staff. Priority will be given to faculty and staff who have an ongoing connection with the college. Because we want to spread summer school teaching opportunities as widely as possible, priority will be given to two, four, and eight quarter-hour courses rather than to 12 or 16 quarter-hour courses. The Planning Unit Coordinators as well as the Directors of the Graduate Programs, Tacoma and NAWIPS will review summer proposals and advise the Summer School Dean on course offerings. The 20-credit maximum load means that students may take up to 10 credits each session, 20 over the full summer. Programs are limited to a maximum of eight quarter-hours in five weeks or 16 quarter-hours in ten weeks. You might consider two-credit offerings to help students round out their summer studies. The limit for individual learning contracts and internships remains at 16 credits. Faculty will be limited to teaching a maximum of eight credits in a five-week session (excluding contracts). To be eligible to teach in Summer School, faculty must be in “good standing” and current on all evaluations and Incompletes. If you have not previously taught at Evergreen, please include your current Curriculum Vitae or résumé. 

Faculty wishing to carry Independent Learning Contracts or Internship Contracts must sign up to do so prior to the deadline for summer proposals. All contracts and internships for more than eight credits must span the entire 10-week summer session. Contracts and internships for less than eight credits may be written for either five-week session or for the full 10 weeks.
As in past years, Summer School is on a self-supporting basis; i.e., your salary and benefits are derived from student tuition. The salary schedule for summer 2007 is still being developed. We hope to get updated salary information to you in winter quarter.

Note: Because summer school is self-supporting, student aides are not available in the summer and academic staff support is also limited. There is no funding for guest lecturers, film series, faculty expenses for study abroad, or other items normally covered through program budgets during the regular academic year. Please plan proposals accordingly. If you anticipate that you will need such support, you must cover it through student fees. Be sure to list these in your proposal.

The dates for Summer School 2007 are:

First session: classes, June 25 - July 28; evaluation week, July 30 - August 3
Second session: classes, July 30 – September 1; evaluation week, September 4 - Sept. 7
Full session: classes, June 25 – September 1; evaluation week, September 4 - Sept. 7
