Teacher Professional Certification
· Revised Residency Reissuance Definition:

181-79A-145  2 (b) The first issue of a residency certificate for teachers, principals, program administrators, and educational staff associates shall be valid until the holder has completed two consecutive years of successful service in the role in Washington with a school district, state approved private school, or state agency that provides educational services for students. When the teacher, principal, program administrator, or educational staff associate completes two consecutive years of successful service in the role in the state with the same employer, their residency certificate will be reissued with a five-year expiration date; provided, that the second consecutive year of successful service in the role will be considered to be complete for purposes of reissuance if a contract for the third such year has been signed and returned to the employer. 
· Residency Renewal:

Once an individual has an expiration date, the following renewals are available if needed.  These renewals are not mutually exclusive, that is, an individual can use more than one. 

· 2-year based on enrollment in a ProCert program.  Individual fills out the institutional application and submits to the university.  University sends renewal on a recommending list.  Cost is $10.00. 

· 2-year based on completion of the National Board for Professional Teaching Standards assessment process.  This includes submitting the portfolio and completing the assessment center exercises.  Submitted to the ESD.  Cost is $10.00.
· 5-year renewal with 15 quarter credits taken since the certificate was issued.  This option is only available to individuals who are not eligible to enroll in a ProCert program.  Submitted to the ESD.  Cost is $25.00. 

· Applying for the Professional Certificate:
Individuals completing a ProCert program submit the institutional application for a certificate and fee to the university.  The university may issue a permit and then sends a recommending list to OSPI.  Some universities instruct individuals to submit the fee portion to the appropriate ESD.  Contact the university program for more direction.
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
