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Extended Education Responsibilities for Facilitating the Offering of Individual Special Education Courses

Fall, Winter, Spring 2004-05

Extended Education Office Agrees to the following responsibilities:

a. Registration: coordinate with the registrar to ensure that students are able to register and that class lists are provided to the instructor and MIT director.

b. Contracts and Payments: at the request of the MIT director, issue contracts and make arrangements for compensation for the primary instructor and practicum instructors

c. Enrollment Management: If the enrollment is below 8 students for any course on the first day of the quarter, coordinate with the registrar and MIT director to cancel the course (after considering the option of paying the instructor a lesser amount).

d. Space:work with space scheduling, after consulting with the MIT director to reserve classrooms for the courses

Related Issues

a. Cost: The cost for these courses to the student will be the same as the cost of a regular undergraduate course plus $50. There will be no additional costs to the student for these courses other than the expenses normally associated with a course (books, transportation, etc.). For degree seeking, regularly enrolled TESC undergrads, this entire cost (estimated at $500 for a 4 credit class) is in addition to their regular undergraduate tuition and fees.

b. Faculty Compensation:

If  the number of students  is between 8-15, the primary  instructor will be paid $2500. If the number of students is outside that range, the salary will be negotiated (or the class cancelled).

Classroom teachers serving as practicum instructors will be paid $100 per student per course.

c. Revenue Distribution:

Tuition/fee revenue will be used to pay instructors. 

$50 per student will be placed into an MIT account that can be used for other course expenses, such as guest instructors, copies, and mileage reimbursement. The funds in this account will be spent at the discretion of the MIT staff.

All remaining revenue will be used by EE to cover other expenses related to offering this course.
