Dear Abigale,

The MIT Program staff and faculty hope your summer is going well.  We were notified July 18th by the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction that TESC is unable to offer supporting endorsements in English, History and Visual Arts. While your primary endorsement in Social Studies is unaffected, you can no longer pursue a Visual Arts supporting endorsement. We have identified four options for your consideration:

1. Not seek the Visual Arts endorsement at this time.

2. Earn a primary endorsement in Visual Arts under the new WAC 182-A requirements, by taking the WEST-E test in art this Sept., November or January. The WEST-E test for art is the Praxis II test 10133 offered by the Educational Testing Service. It is  two hours, with 120 multiple choice questions covering tradition in art, art criticism and aesthetics and the making of art. The MIT program would explore the possibility of picking up the cost for you to take this test, as a pilot to assist us in understanding more about these new endorsement tests.

3. Earn a primary endorsement in Visual Arts by 8/31/05 under the WAC 182 requirements by earning an additional 17 credits in art, to include at least four credits in analysis and interpretation of art, and at least another two credits in social, cultural and historical contexts and connections in art. If the Live Figure Drawing course you took at Marin Community College was taken for college credit (you listed it on your Art Experience resume), than you will want to submit an official transcript to apply these credits to the 45 needed for the art endorsement.

4. Earn an endorsement in Middle Level Humanities, which would allow you to also teach art in grades 4-9. For this endorsement you would need to complete some credit in geography (already a prerequisite for you for your social studies endorsement). You would be prepared to teach primarily English and Social studies with your third area of expertise being art.

Please notify us regarding your wishes prior to the MIT2 Orientation Day Aug. 21, 2003. MIT advisor Maggie Foran is available to meet with you to go over your credits towards these endorsements if you have further questions.
