We were notified July 18th by the Office of Superintendent of Public Instruction that TESC is unable to offer supporting endorsements in English, History and Visual Arts. Fortunately, a re-evaluation of your coursework in English shows you have met the minimum requirements for a primary rather than a supporting endorsement in English upon completion of your summer coursework.
