Research what transition planning, strategies, practices and programs occur in a school district and local community, for early intervention to preschool, preschool to elementary level, elementary level to middle level, middle to high school, high school to graduation and/or vocational training and integration into the community, and individualized alternative settings to school. 4. Become familiar with the software “Academic Tracker” used for pupil and data management. Also take an inventory of techonologies, including assitive technologies, used by the school district where you are employed.

I will attend at least three IEP meetings, discuss transitional planning with teachers and special service professionals, and become familiar with the software program “Academic Tracker” used for pupil and data management.
