Hi, Theresa,

Thank you for the opportunity to review the summer school proposals and offer suggestions and feedback.  Maggie, Lynne, Loren, Lynarra and I have each looked at the proposals and  discussed our observations.   We have offered some specific observations and have prioritized offerings based on what is required for the programs and what classes would contribute to meeting endorsement requirements.  Though many of the arts and humanities classes could enrich a candidate’s preparation in particular areas, we tried to select those that seem to be most useful based on state requirements.

1. We notice that for many classes, the schedule is not included. Please be sure that Children’s Literature and Math for Elementary Teachers don’t overlap. It would also be helpful if Pacific NW history  and Adolescent Literature did not overlap with these too.

2. We don’t see Sue Pittman’s summer special education class.  As I have indicated in a previous email to you, this proposal was submitted on time. Why is this required endorsement class missing?

3. We also didn’t see Carolyn Dobbs’ Children’s Literature classes in the PUC Course Proposal but she was on the spreadsheet.  We don’t know what you’ve decided about her classes vs. Jon Davies’ class.

4. Could you please put any MiT and M.Ed. required classes under the title, Teacher Education Programs, rather than under a planning unit or under the title Graduate Studies?

5. For classes listed under planning units that can be used for endorsement requirements, please cross list them with Teacher Education Programs.
6. We also noticed in the PUC document that you have Jean MacGregor and Rebecca Chamberlain teaching Calculus 1 and 2. We have confirmed with Jean she is not!
